   Students are expected to be:

Grading Policy:

You will be graded through a variety of hands-on demonstrations, completion of class projects, written assignments, quizzes, and daily class participation.  Attendance and class participation will play a major role in your class grade!
Daily Activity Grading:

You will receive a daily class activity grade, based upon your participation in class activities, discussions, and demonstrations.  This daily grade will range from a 5 to 0.  For example:  Students who get to class on time and work hard on their projects the entire hour (including clean up) will receive a 5 for the day. Students who are tardy and work on their projects most of the hour will receive a 3, and those who come to class but do not use their class time to work on their projects in a responsible manner will receive a 0 for the day.   Absences will result in a 0 for class participation for the day. If the absence is excused, the student will have the opportunity to make up the class period before or after school to earn their respective points for the day of class missed.  If the absence is unexcused or truant, the class hour must be made up to clear up the yellow card buy the activity points missed will remain a 0 for that unexcused day.
Attendance/Tardy Policy:

Quilting is a lab based class.  Attendance is required every day and student success in class depends on it.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain any work missed due to an absence.  
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Skip Policy/Unexcused Absence - Per Semester

· 1st Skip:  Make up the Hour to pass the class

· 2nd Skip: Make up the Hour to pass the class

· 3rd Skip:  must make up one hour to pass the class; truancy procedures will be followed; and an alternative education plan will be developed.
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Tardy Policy – Per Quarter

· 1st three Tardies = Free, no Penalty

· 4th Tardy = Make up the Hour to pass the class, or receive an “I” Incomplete on Quarter grade.

        *** An Attendance Incomplete will remain and Incomplete until time is made up.  Incompletes become an “F” Grade one week after the end of the school year.
